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A number of variables including the length of the
adapter or extension, length of the wrench and
variations in hand position on the wrench will affect
the accuracy of the above calculation.

CARE & MAINTENANCE

1. The torque wrench is a precision instrument, and should be stored with care. Don’t
throw it around, use a hammer on it, or use it as lever bar.

2. The torque wrench is lubricated for life and should not be oiled. The only exception is
the ratchet head which may be liburicated as needed for smooth operation.

3. Calibration must be done regularly (recommended every 6 months) to
ensure accuracy.

4. Always store the torque wrench in the box after use to stay away from dirt
and humidity.

5. Never disassemble the torque wrench by yourself. Seek assistance from a certified
service station. Incorrect action can damage the tool.

6. Set torque value to lowest value after completed use.

7. Calibration may only be done by an authorized laboratory or workshop.
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
